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Peter Dickson Biography 
Peter Dickson has undoubtedly the most recognisable voice in Britain today and is generally recognised at the King of the voiceovers in the UK!  From vocal characterisation for radio and TV commercials, big entertainment shows, stadium events and cartoon animation, through ADR for feature films, live events, blue chip corporate presentation to documentary narration and on air imaging and branding for both Radio and TV. 
After completing his degree in Psychology, Peter began his career at the BBC in 1978, where he spent some 4 years as a radio reporter and TV news sub editor. He moved to BBC Radio 2 in 1982, where he was a staff announcer and was Terry Wogan’s newsreader for a number of years. He has presented his own entertainment series "Peter Dickson's Nightcap", produced by Harry Thompson for BBC Radio 2 which ran for 4 years, worked with Kenneth Williams, Ernie Wise and Roy Hudd on series for BBC Radio 2, and reported for Radio 1's "Newsbeat". Peter has presented programmes for the BBC’s World Service and has been the guest reader on Radio 4’s Morning Story. 
He was the main promotions voice for BBC 1 TV for 6 years, and worked closely with Steve Wright, creating, writing and voicing many of the household name characters for Steve's afternoon and morning award winning shows, during the 80's and early 90's – including: "Mr Mad", "John Bole", "Dickie the Exec" and "Voice Over Man". In 1989, he launched the immensely successful Melody Radio (now Magic 105.4) in London, where he presented the breakfast show for 4 years. He has contributed to two series of Nigel Reese's "Quote Unquote" for BBC Radio 4. In 1984 He appeared at the London Palladium in a special charity fundraiser. 

Dennis Potter, a fan of Peter’s Radio shows, asked Peter to contribute to several of his highly acclaimed TV Dramas. He worked with Kenneth Brannagh on the "Billy" series for BBC TV. Harry Enfield cast him for various parts in his award winning "Harry Enfield and Chums". Various on screen character roles followed in "Steve Wright People's Show" Series 1 & 2 for BBC 1 TV. Bruce Forsyth asked Peter to voice the famous "Come on Down's" and prize descriptions for 7 series of ITV's, "Bruce's Price is Right".
Peter was on board, for "Family Fortunes" with Les Dennis and "It's Not the Answer" with Nadia Sawallha and was Patrick Kielty's first voice of choice on Channel 4's ten part series "Last Chance Lottery Live".  Vic Reeves and Bob Mortimer teamed up with Peter on all six episodes of "The Smell of Reeves and Mortimer" for BBC 2. He has also contributed to 11 series of the award winning BBC 1 panel game "They Think It's All Over" presented by Nick Hancock, and "Today with Des and Mel" (3 series) Live on ITV, "Des at 40" , "Des O'Connor at Christmas", TV's Naughtiest Blunders" and "Catchphrase" for the ITV Network. In his first major animation, Peter played various roles in the award winning and highly acclaimed "Monkey Dust" produced by Harry Thompson for Talkback and BBC TV. In 2003, he appeared as the voice of “Test the Nation” - a long running award winning game show series for BBC TV and Talent TV. 

In 2004 and 2005, Peter was cast to play various character roles in “The Department” – series 1 & 2, a comedy series on BBC Radio 4 written by award winning comedian Chris Addison.

Peter has written for the award winning BBC 2 comedy series "The Fast Show" and "Play Your Cards Right" for ITV.

His other TV credits include, "Never Mind The Buzzcocks" acting roles in "Holby City", "Noel's House Party" and "Live and Kicking" for BBC 1, "The 10%'ers" and "The Unknown Soldier" dramas for Carlton TV, Griff Rees-Jones' "Crystal Balls" for BBC 1, “Tales from Fear” for Cartoon Network, “Sing It Your Way” for ITV and ITV's "Year of Promise" with Carol Vorderman, 5 series of the Award winning: Brainiac – Science Abuse for SKY TV and An Audience with Joe Pasquale for ITV. 

Jerry Springer also made sure Peter was “up front” on his Friday Night show for ITV and for the subsequent series "Late Night with Jerry Springer for Channel 5. 

Peter’s voice has featured in series 2 of “Little Britain” for BBCTV, the Paul O’Grady Show on ITV1 and  7 series of The New Paul O’Grady Show on Channel 4. 

Peter has also worked with Granada Entertainment on “Abbamania 2”, presented by Chris Tarrant, Christmas Mania, hosted by Donny Osmond and Queen Mania hosted by Zoe Ball. He has also worked on Elvis Mania, Disco Mania, Saturday Night Divas and 50 Years of ITV. In 2005 Peter recorded Family Fortunes for Imagination Australia/ Talkback Thames, a  DVD Game and again in 2008 on a CD version for the UK market.

Simon Cowell called Peter to introduce his Westlife special “She’s the One” on ITV, The multi award winning X Factor since 2004 and the award winning Britain’s Got Talent since 2007.

In 2005 he worked on “Hit Me Baby One More Time”, a 6 part series for ITV presented by Vernon Kaye , “The Big Call” a live game show – hosted by Neil Fox, for ITV1 and ITV’s “Viewer of the Year” 2006 hosted by Kate Thornton.

In 2006, Peter joined the comedian Joe Pasquale on 200 episodes of the game show The Price is Right for ITV. In 2007 he commentated LIVE on Cirque de Celebrite for Sky 1 with Jenny Falconer and since that year has worked alongside Vernon Kaye on All Star Family Fortunes - for ITV1. He was the voice of Celebrity Mr & Mrs for ITV1 in 2008, 2009 and 2010 hosted by Philip Schofield and Fern Briton. 

In 2008 he appeared in all 10 episodes of sketch show “No Signal” for You me ‘n’ Him productions for FOX TV and presented the critically acclaimed “Teethgrinder” for BBC2. In the same year, he presented a Jerry Herman benefit concert at The London Palladium with host Angela Landsbury.

In 2009 – Peter was the house voice on “The Osbornes Reloaded” – a 10 part series for FOX Network TV in the USA. He has also been working closely with Disney on Feature film TV commercials and has taken on the role of commentator for Guinness World of Records Smashed for Sky TV and online.

He was the voice of The Christian O’Connell Breakfast Show on Absolute Radio and was the voice of the all new 4FM – a national station in Ireland.

His voice has featured in stadia up and down the country in the live X Factor Tour and the live Tour for The Ministry of Sound 2009 and Propaganda Club nights. He is also in constant demand as a “voice of God” at awards ceremonies and Charity balls of which he fulfils around 40 per year.
Peter has worked on ADR for the feature film: “Dungeons and Dragons 2 – The Elemental Might” for Silva Pictures.
Since 1998 Peter has worked closely with the Discovery Channel – both in the UK and USA, narrating over 200 of their highest rating documentaries including the 25 part “FBI Files and the 20 X 60 min "Aircraft Stories" and "Air Traffic Control for Discovery Wings.

He has completed over 150 other major documentary series or standalone documentaries for BBC Television, Outline Productions, Discovery Health, Discovery Wings, Wall to Wall TV, Café Productions, Flat Earth Films, Channel 5 and British Movietone.

Peter is the voice of the award winning new national call handling contact portal IVR system for the BBC and the NHBC and the world’s first national and award winning IVR booking and film information line for Cineworld UK. And Live Bookings for Top Table UK.
